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W hy compete with experts? With 
this thought in mind more than one 

schemer has devised a way to acquire 
quantities of newly printed paper money 
without going to the trouble of making it 
himself. Why not forge papers to identify 
oneself as a government agent authorized 
to deal directly with the printer? In 1924 
Arthur Vigilio Alves Reis did exactly this 
when he ordered a large number of 
Portuguese bank notes from Waterlow 
and Sons, London. His document forgery 
was good enough to bluff through with a 
second order which was also delivered. 
Only when two notes with identical serial 
numbers were found in circulation the 
following year was Alves Reis arrested 
and convicted. The Portuguese 
government sued the firm of Waterlow 
and Sons in British courts and won, 
bankrupting the printing firm. 

A similar fraud involving paper money 
of the Banco de Jalisco was perpetrated 
in the United States in 1910. A letter from 
U.S. government files declassified in 1959 
outlines the main facts of the case.

The story of the accused is that prior to 
the arrival of these notes, Thomas 
Marshal met him in New Orleans and told 
him that these notes would arrive soon, 
and as he, Marshall, was in a hurry to 
leave for Mexico, he would give him, the 
accused, authority to receive them from 
the Express Company, and thereafter take

The accused further says, that he told 
Marshall that he was in need of funds, and 
that Marshall told him he might use 
$250.00 in gold of these notes for himself, 
and when Marshall's attention was called 
to the fact that the notes had not been 
signed, Marshall signed one of them and 
delivered it to him, the accused, with 
authority for the accused to sign the 
others that he needed up to the amount 
of $250.00 in gold. 

The accused presented his authority 
from Marshall to the Southern Express 
Company, and the express company 
delivered the tin box containing the bank 
notes to the accused, upon the 
presentation of this authority, and of an 
invoice from the National Bank Note 
Company and of a key which unlocked 
the tin box. After getting the notes, the 
accused proceeded to sign the names of 
three different people to the notes, one 
over the words "Interventor del 
Gobierno", one over the word 
"Consejero" and one over the word 
"Gerente". When testifying, before the 
Commissioner, the accused was unable to 
give the names of the three persons, 
which he had signed on the notes, saying 
that he duplicated as near as possible 
those that had been signed to the one note 
by Marshall. After he had signed a 
number of these notes in this way, the 
accused then sold a number of them to 
banks and brokers in New Orleans. 

He was then approached by Secret 
Service Agent, Looby who made an 
affidavit against him for violation of Sees 
158-159-160 of the Criminal Code. Upon 
his arrest he admitted to the Secret 
Service agent here and to the United 
States Marshal, Victor Loisel, that he had

and had sold them to the different banks 
and brokers in New Orleans, in order to 
raise money of which he was in need, and 
in order to give himself a "chance to 
work", he had erased the words at the 
bottom of the note - "National Bank Note 
Co. Phila". 

The accused claims to be, and is, I 
believe an organist in a church here; he 
claims to have spent three of four months 
in Guadalajara a year or so ago, where he 
was a teacher and organist and where he 
knew Marshall and had heard him spoken 
of as the Vice President of the Bank of 
Jalisco, the office, which Marshall told 
him (Middleton) here in New Orleans, he 
filled, when he authorized him to sign the 
several names to the bank notes.

written authority of the Mexican officials 
for the printing of these notes, and 
instructed the National Bank Note 
Company, when shipping them, to ship to 
Thomas Marshall, New Orleans. 

The Chief of the Division of Secret 
Service suggested that the authority of the 
Mexican officials for printing this issue of 
notes was ficticious. At this time, I don't 
know what evidence he has on the 
subject. 

The question that puzzles me is how the 
bank notes were paid for; who paid for the 
printing of these notes. The invoice called 
for $1,025.00 which the Chief of Secret 
Service, in his telegram, intimates was 
paid here in New Orleans upon the 
delivery of the notes, yet Middleton does 
not look as if he had $1,025.00 

This is an important matter and 
deserves serious and careful investigation, 
and should be investigated in 

' Philadelphia and in Guadalajara, Mexico, 
in a secret manner. 

I had thought of writing direct to the Bank 
of Jalisco, but concluded this would not 
be safe, although I think the Bank of 
Jalisco would be glad to aid in the 
investigation, as they probably do not 
know of the printing of this issue of notes. 
Marshall is said by Middleton to have left 
some days ago for Guadalajara.

Banco de Jalisco notes of 5 peso 
denomination were made between 1898 
and 1900 by Bradbury Wilkinson of 
London. The American Bank Note 
Company, New York, supplied the bank 
with all its notes, 5 pesos included, from 
1902 to 1914. Although very little 
description of the false notes (or falsely 
ordered notes) was given in the 
declassified correspondence, we can see 
an example of these notes in catalog 
number BK-JAL-44s, listed, described 
and illustrated by Douglas-Verrey-Hidalgo 
in their Complete Encyclopedia of 
Mexican Paper Money. At least two major 
differences between genuine and 
counterfeit may be identified from the

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c a s e descriptions: Genuine notes had 
printed signatures; counterfeit bills were 
handsigned. The legend "American Bank 
Note Co., New York" is incorporated as a 
part of the obverse border and 
"AMERICAN BANK NOTE COMPANY, 
NEW YORK" appears on the reverse 
white background of genuine notes. The 
notes printed in Philadelphia bore the 
name of the company there. Middleton 
probably erased the conspicuous name 
form the reverses of the counterfeit bills 
before exchanging them. Erasures on the 
obverse would be too obvious to attempt. 

On November 15, 1910 the U.S. 
Department of Justice asked the 
Secretary of State to obtain through the 
proper United States Consul in Mexico "a 
copy of the original charter or concession 
of authority to do banking business which 
was granted to the Banco de Jalisco'' and 
"a copy of the statutes of Mexico 
providing for such authorizations and 
governing the issuance and circulation of 
bank notes as money". On January 24. 
1911 the same office wrote again to say 
forget about it because Middleton "has 
pleaded guilty and has been sentenced to 
serve a term of two years in the Federal 
Penitentiaty in Atlanta, Georgia." 

Many questions are left unanswered: 
Did Marshall really exist or was he 

invented by Middleton? The only mention 
of him is that he gave written authority 
to Middleton to receive the shipment from 
the Southern Express Company then he 
"hurried back to Mexico". Middleton 
could have forged this himself. The 
printing company said that the order was 
placed with them by Middleton, not 
Marshall. 

Who financed the deal? If it was 
orchestrated by organplayer Middleton, 
could someone have loaned him the 
money for a percentage participation in 
the profits? Or was he a loner? The invoice 
for $1,025.00 U.S. dollars would indicate 
that the cost per bill was 20 cents. U.S. 
each; the $25. remainder may have 
represented shipping or packing costs. 
Each bill probably had an exchange value 
in excess of$2.00 U.S., if genuine, leaving 
a gross profit of more than $9,000. for 
package. 

Did any of the notes signed and cashed 
by Middleton in New Orleans survive to
